NET shall remain the compulsory requirement for appointment as Lecturer for those with post-graduate degree. However, candidates having Ph.D. degree in concerned subject are exempted from NET. NET is not required for the posts at Sl. Nos. 12, 16 & 17. 
NOTE (2):
Where Class / Division is not awarded at M.E. / M. Tech. / equivalent degree, minimum 60% marks in aggregate shall be considered equivalent to First Class / Division. In case of Grade Point system, CGPA will be converted to equivalent marks as per AICTE guidelines (Table-E6). 
NOTE (3): 
For all the posts, the required minimum marks at Master’s Degree for SC/ST candidates shall be 50% or equivalent grade. 
NOTE (4):
Grade B in the 7 point scale with letter grades O, A, B, C, D, E & F shall be regarded as equivalent of 55% wherever the grading system is followed. 
NOTE (5): 
For the post reserved for PWD, the minimum degree of disability is 40%. 

NOTE (6): 
Those who have applied earlier for the post of Lecturer, Disaster Management, against the Advertisement No. 02/2005 dt. 18.08.2005 need not apply again. However, they may send their updated bio-data, if any.
